This study does not include the consideration or presentation of specific options for a boundary
extension or restructureWhile futureboundary extension may be possibte tlevelopment of
optionswould be a local initiative that would require furthéudy and deliberation prior to
acceptance from th€ity, CSRD, and Provintwever, this study is intended to provide both the
CSRD and the City with background informétotocal planning initiatives and to help determine if
there is a need to pursua formal boundary extension study.
